FISCAL YEARS 2023-24 AND 2024-25 OPERATING BUDGETS
AND PROPOSED RATES AND CHARGES

SUMMARY:

The proposed Fiscal Year (FY) 2023-24 net Operating Budget is $220.7 million, representing an
increase of $32.9 million or 17.5% over the prior year. The proposed FY 2024-25 net Operating
Budget is $234.5 million, representing an increase of $13.8 million or 6.3% over FY 2023-24.
Based on these proposed budgets, staff is recommending a rate increase of 9.9% for the average
residential customer in each of these two fiscal years. Staff recommends that the Board review
and provide comments on the Operating Budgets and changes to the District’s rates and charges
for further review by the Board at the second workshop on April 24, 2023.

BACKGROUND:

The goal of IRWD’s budgeting process is to fund the resources required to continue providing
excellent service to its customers safely and cost-efficiently. IRWD appropriately controls
expenses to offset uncontrollable expenses such as pass-through rate increases from outside
agencies on which the District depends, such as for the purchase of water and energy. The
proposed Operating Budgets, provided as Exhibit “A”, are organized into eight major functional
areas, plus separate sections for proposed general plant purchases and labor changes:

e Assumptions;

e Consolidated Operating Budget;

e Net Income by System;

e Non-Operating Net Income;

e Current and Proposed Residential Rates;
e Revenue Summary by System;

e Cost of Water by System;

e Individual tabs with Major Goals, Proposed Organization Charts and Expense Budgets by
Department;

e General Plant; and

e Summary of Labor and Proposed Changes.
The proposed budgets reflect the full cost of operating the Baker Water Treatment Plant in the
individual budget line items with the reimbursement to IRWD for 76% of the operating expenses

by the Baker Plant partners shown as a “reimbursement from Baker Partners” in the
Consolidated Operating Budget.

Approximately 72% of the proposed budget increases are due to uncontrollable factors in each of
the two fiscal years.

Tiered Rate Structure Cost Allocation:

IRWD established an allocation-based rate structure in 1991 to encourage the efficient use of
water. This approach has effectively increased and sustained the efficient use of water that is
now typical for most IRWD customers. The rate structure continues to align excessive and
wasteful use with a marked increase in rates over the base rate to fund costs including water
banking and recycled water conversions, which helps reduce the District’s need to purchase
expensive imported water. It also funds targeted water efficiency efforts focused on customers
in the over-allocation tiers and urban runoff treatment, which is needed due to inefficient and/or
wasteful water usage. The rate structure is based on the cost of service to provide water to each
tier.

The allocation-based rate structure is designed to promote efficiency and IRWD’s rate setting
process utilizes approved legislation included in Chapter 3.4 (sections 370-374) of the California
Water Code that provides for the ability to add a conservation charge for uses beyond the
reasonable use basic allocation. The proposed FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25 Operating Budgets
and recommended rate increases follow these guidelines. IRWD’s rate setting process
establishes the nexus between:
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e The revenue generated from the proposed rates and the costs driving those rates, and
e The rates and the estimated benefit from the additional associated costs.

Over-allocation revenue can fluctuate significantly from year to year, with weather typically
being the most variable factor. For example, during wet years over-allocation revenue is reduced
while dry years can generate more revenue as consumption typically increases. Consistent with
the District’s practice and the challenges associated with predicting water consumption, the
over-allocation fund is considered cyclical over a three-to-five-year timeframe. The proposed
FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25 Operating Budgets include prioritized programs and expenditures
that will utilize the fund and provide a benefit to the District during drier than normal years.

FY 2023-24 and 2024-25 Revenue Requirements and Rates:

Rate increases are necessary to provide cost-of-service equity based on the proposed budgets for
FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25. Commodity and pumping surcharge rates are designed to cover
requirements for operating variable costs of water, fixed water and sewer service charges cover
requirements for operating fixed costs, and the costs associated with excessive water use are
included in the over-allocation commodity rates. Fixed monthly water and sewer service charges
include capital requirements and incorporate revenue from miscellaneous other sources to offset
costs and reduce fixed service charge rates accordingly. Recycled water fixed charges are the
same as potable water fixed charges. All rates are developed using methodology consistent with
the 2021 Cost of Service Study.

For the average residential customer, in FY 2023-24 the proposed rate changes include a low
volume increase of $0.22 per hundred cubic feet (ccf), a base commodity rate increase of $0.10
per ccf, a $1.10 rate increase to the monthly charge for water service (based on a 5/8” x %" meter
size) and $2.65 increase to the monthly charge for sewer service (based on estimated indoor

usage of under 5 ccf).
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The recycled water system has three sources of water, and the same approach is applied in
establishing cost of service rates.

$2.60 increase to the monthly charge for sewer service (based on estimated indoor usage of
under 5 ccf).

Pumping Surcharges:

IRWD’s pumping surcharges are designed to provide a nexus between the surcharge and the cost
associated with moving the water to higher elevations. In FY 2015-16, the District’s pumping
surcharges were developed in detail by pumping zone through the Embedded Energy Study. In
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FY 2019-20, as part of an update to this study, pumping zones were consolidated into six pumping
areas that grouped zones into pumping surcharge areas based on similar costs.

As part of the FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25 rate setting process, IRWD engaged the consulting firm
HDR to review the pumping zone areas and associated costs based on the updated Embedded Energy
Study. Using new information and technology, HDR has provided IRWD with updated cost
estimates to pump water to thirty elevation zones. The proposed rates are based on the results of
the findings by HDR and the cost-of-service for providing water to customers who reside at
higher elevations in each pumping zone. Staff analyzed the information and is recommending
consolidation of the zones into four pumping surcharge areas for potable water and three pumping
surcharge areas for recycled water. Pumping surcharge rates are added to the commodity rate of
those customers. The current and proposed rates are included in the table below.

WSCP Rates:

Using methodology consistent with the 2021 Cost of Service Study, WSCP Rates were also
developed, which could be integrated with a water shortage declaration to encourage voluntary or
mandatory water conservation. IRWD’s WSCP, adopted in June 2021, allows the District to
strategically reduce water use through a number of potential actions that are staged dependent upon
the severity of water shortages. The WSCP includes the District’s response actions for managing
standard shortage levels of 10%, 20%, 30%, 40%, 50%, and 60% and over shortages. It addresses
water shortages that can occur to any available source of potable water within the District and are
not necessarily tied to drought conditions. For each level or shortage, the WSCP includes a list of
voluntary measures, non-rate response strategies, and an option to use rate response strategies.

If the Board of Directors elects to implement any of these WSCP rates, the proposed commodity
rates are expected to provide cost-of-service equity for the budgeted Board-approved operating
variable costs and additional costs incurred as a direct result of a water shortage declaration at
the associated stage level.

The changes in commodity rates have no impact on the monthly fixed service water or sewer

charges. Implementation of WSCP rates would require additional Board action.

Non-Operating Net Income:

Exhibit “A” also includes the Non-Operating Net Income budget for FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-
25. The budget assumes $91.3 million net income in FY 2023-24, an increase of $7.2 million
over FY 2022-23 and $91.4 million in FY 2024-25, an increase of $0.1 million over FY 2023-24.
Non-operating net income is not included in the operating rates generation process because it

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FISCAL IMPACTS:

The FY 2023-24 Proposed Operating Budget reflects an increase of $32.9 million from the
adopted Operating Budget for FY 2022-23. The FY 2024-25 Proposed Operating Budget
reflects an increase of $13.8 million from the Proposed Operating Budget for FY 2023-24,

It is estimated that the proposed rate increases will result in contributions to the Enhancement
and Replacement funds of $34.0 million in FY 2023-24 and $37.3 million in FY 2024-25. The
over-allocation fund is expected to collect and use approximately $17.2 million in FY 2023-24
and $18.3 million in FY 2024-25.

Pumping surcharge rates are added to the commaodity rate for customer accounts at higher elevations.
The revised areas and proposed rates will generate approximately $2.3 million in FY 2023-24 and
$2.6 million in FY 2024-25 for the potable and recycled systems.

WSCP rates will only be implemented in the event of a water shortage declaration and upon approval
by the Board of Directors. Rates that are not implemented have no fiscal impact.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This item is not a project as defined in the California Environmental Quality Act Code of
Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15378.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

The proposed rate increases were reviewed at Finance and Personnel Committee meetings on

The goal of the District’'s budgeting process remains to fund the resources required to provide
services to the District’'s customers as cost-efficiently as possible. The District aggressively
pursues reductions in expenses to offset uncontrollable expenses such as pass-through rate
increases from outside agencies on which the District depends for the purchase of water, electricity
and the treatment of sewage. The District is in the process of developing rates based on the
proposed Operating Budgets. Proposed rate increases will be necessary to provide cost of service
equity.

This document is a summary of the major assumptions driving the development of the operating
and non—operating budgets for FY 2023-24 and 2024-25.

OPERATING REVENUES
Growth Estimates:

Residential development growth includes both apartments and single family homes for FY
2023-24 and 2024-25. The unit estimate is based on current projections received from
major developers throughout the service area and have been adjusted to recognize changes
from economic shifts. Estimates identify approximately 2,200 mixed units coming online in
each year for FY 2023-24 and 2024-25. As a result, the growth factor is estimated at 2.0%
for FY 2023-24 and 2024-25.

Development projections for the commercial/industrial sector identify 11 acres of
development occurring in FY 2023-24 and 2024-25. Revenue assumptions used to estimate
sewer revenue are consistent with the assumptions included for potable water.

Il OPERATING EXPENSES

Notable expected changes in operating expenses are addressed below by system and
function:

A. Water

The District continues to make efforts in encouraging its customers to conserve. The
District will continue to encourage conservation through use of a budgeted allocation.
Customers continue to respond well to this messaging.

The FY 2023-24 and 2024-25 budget anticipates no significant change in use from FY
2020-21. The assumption is normal rainfall. The District is budgeting treated potable
sales for FY 2023-24 and 2024-25 of 53,481 acre feet (AF) and 54,551 AF,
respectively, compared to a budget of 53,294 AF and a forecast of 51,200 AF in FY
2022-23. The additional potable demand will be met with increased groundwater from
the addition of the Orange Park Acres Well #1 (1,500 AF) and imported supply.

The cost for source of supply is one of the District’s largest uncontrollable expenses.
Groundwater provides over 48,000 acre feet and the District generates nearly 26,000
acre feet of recycled water with the remaining demand coming from imported supply or
native water (rainfall and related runoff), as available. The table below identifies the
various budgeted sources and associated costs.

RA will increase by 16.0% over budget ($540) in FY 2023-24 and 6.6% in FY
2024-25. The District’s basin production percentage (BPP) allowance will
increase from 70% to 85% for both fiscal years. The addition of the Orange Park
Acres Well will increase groundwater production. With the increased production,
the District is not expected to exceed 85%.

Electricity rates have increased significantly over the prior year budgets. The
FY 2023-24 rates were developed using 6 month actual rates which were 38.5%
higher than the FY 2022-23 budget. Rate increases of 7.3% and 9.1% were
applied for FY 2023-24 and FY 2024-25, respectively.

MWD is expected to increase its treated and untreated rates on January 1, 2022
and again on January 1, 2023.

Native water cost will increase annually by 3% based on the Irvine Lake Yield
agreement.

Staff assumes no substantial change to the costs associated with the IRWD
Reservoir Management Systems.

Sewer and Biosolids

The MWRP Biosolids and Energy Recovery Facility was operational in July 2021.
Costs associated with operating the facility are included in FY 2023-24 and 2024-25.
The FY 2023-24 and 2024-25 budget assumes no solids handling expense for OC

SAN.

Salaries and Benefits

Each year, staff prepares a labor budget based upon the total positions in the
organization chart, expected merit and cost of living increases, and promotional
allowances.

Salary assumes an increase for merit and projected promotions.
There are seven new positions budgeted in FY 2023-24 and five in FY 2024-25.
Five positions were eliminated in FY 2023-24.

In July of each year, a COLA and promotional factor are applied to salaries -
Assumed at 6.0% and 3.5%, respectively.

Assumes a 6% vacancy factor.

Paid time off (vacation and sick) is included in benefits.

The following table identifies the current and proposed contribution of the District
toward employee benefits. The PERS contribution is based on the Board approved
policy based on the 2020 draft Cost of Service Study. The required contribution is
designated by PERS. The total contribution is reduced by a proportionate share of a
three year average of Pension Trust Fund investment earnings. The proportionate
share is based on the PERS’s unfunded pension ratio. The PERS Contribution will be
used to repay the Replacement Fund borrowing which funded the Pension Benefits
Trust and will be repaid over a period of twenty years. The District anticipates funding
a Section 115 Trust for Other Post Employment Benefits (OPEB) with an additional
$10 million borrowing from the replacement fund. Repayment of the loan will begin in
FY 2025-26 when the unfunded accrued pension liability is expected to decrease.

L. USE OF OVER-ALLOCATION REVENUE

Over-allocation revenue is generated by customers in the inefficient and wasteful tiers.
This revenue offsets the following expenses:

« The cost associated with additional imported water purchases;

«  Customers who receive the $2 low volume capacity rebate on the fixed service
charge;

. Budgeted conservation expenses including operational expenses (customer
service, fleet management, etc.);

« Urban runoff (NTS) and San Joaquin Marsh maintenance expenses;
. Capital projects that support conservation or maintain NTS facilities; and
« Water banking expenses.

Iv. NON-OPERATING REVENUES AND EXPENSES

The District’s non-operating revenues are related to income generated from sources other
than user rates, which include property taxes, investment income, connection fees, and real
estate. A portion of the non-operating revenues pay the debt service for debt issued by the
District. Property taxes and connection fees help pay for new infrastructure. Some of the
non-operating revenues contribute to the replacement fund, which is used to pay for the
inevitable replacement of existing infrastructure. The District sets the replacement fund
monies aside in advance to avoid significant potential future rate impacts. The non-

Program Description

The General Manager’s Office implements the policies established and direction provided by the
Board of Directors and, in so doing, provides overall direction to staff to complete that effort. The
office also includes the Strategic Communications, Advocacy and Deputy General Counsel’s
Department. These divisions develop and advocate for policies at the federal, state and local
levels that promote a reliable high quality and cost-effective water supply for Irvine Ranch Water
District (IRWD) customers and demonstrate the efficient use of resources. The Advocacy and
Communications staff represent IRWD’s policies and provides technical expertise to the legislative
process, particularly on issues of water recycling, water use efficiency, water rates, water supply
reliability and governance, among others, and engage with community leaders, key stakeholders
and groups on behalf of the District.

The General Manager’s Office also:

e Provides direct services to and communications with the Board of Directors;

e Produces and distributes Board and Board Committee meeting packets;

e Schedules all Board and Board Committee, and annual/special independent corporation
meetings;

e Produces the minutes of all Board meetings;

e Maintains all Board resolutions;

Schedules other meetings and functions on behalf of the Board members and makes travel

arrangements, as needed;

Maintains records of all inter-agency agreements, deeds and easements;

Maintains records for the various independent corporations;

Shapes, guides and engages on local, state and federal policies, legislation and regulations;

Manages and coordinates the legal resources utilized by the District;

Responds to, or directs response to, all media inquiries; and,

Responds to, or directs response to, all public information requests and subpoenas.

The General Manager’s Office works with the Board of Directors and staff to establish the District’s
strategic vision for all departments. On January 31, 2023, staff reviewed the 2023 Goals and
Target Activities with the Board.

Program Description

The Engineering Department provides planning, design and construction coordination to develop,
and maintain, the water, sewage and recycled water facilities necessary to provide the highest
level of service to the customers of the District. The Engineering Department also provides
technical support to other District departments.

Treatment and Conveyance: The Treatment and Conveyance group designs and manages
construction of major water, sewage and recycled water treatment and transmission facilities
necessary to provide the quality and reliability of service to existing and future customers of the
District. The group is responsible for the expansion and improvement of water and sewage
treatment facilities and the design and construction of wells, pipelines, pump stations, and sewage
lift stations.

Infrastructure Planning: The Infrastructure Planning group of the Department is responsible for all
master planning, Capital Improvement Program asset management, and the biennial Capital
Budget and Long-Term Capital Programs. The Planning group also oversees water, sewage and
recycled water demand projections, water supply planning, and preliminary facility planning studies
for developing new, and refurbishing existing, facilities. GIS services are provided to other District
departments including the development and support of GIS based applications and facility and
atlas maps, maintenance of the District’s digital record drawings system, and spatial analysis. The
group is also responsible for managing the District’s real property and rights of way.

Development Services: The Development Services group facilitates the land development process
within the District by designing the water, sewage and recycled water facilities necessary to
support land development. The construction of these facilities is coordinated to ensure that the
facilities are available to meet development schedule requirements. Temporary and interim
facilities, when necessary, are also coordinated through this group. The group also reviews
developer submittals for quality and conformance with District requirements and assesses and
collects appropriate fees.

Inspection Services: The Inspection Services group provides construction inspection services to
other groups of the Engineering Department to ensure the highest level of constructed quality.
These services include constructability review, pre-construction administration, progress payment
processing, field inspection, change order evaluation and processing, and final acceptance
coordination. The group is also responsible for coordinating specialized construction support
services including surveying and geotechnical testing and inspection.

Operations Support and Pipelines: The Operations Support and Pipelines group is responsible for
providing engineering support to other District departments. The group generally focuses on the
rehabilitation of existing District facilities and provides design and construction management of
small to medium size water, sewage and recycled water facilities. This group also includes the
process control team that conducts research, develops projects and provides process control and
technical support to enhance the performance of the District’'s domestic and recycled water supply,
treatment, distribution, and storage facilities. The process control team also provides similar
support to the District’'s sewage collection/treatment, recycled water and urban runoff treatment
systems and supports District-wide regulatory compliance objectives.

Dams and Storage: The Dams and Storage group is responsible for overseeing the District's dam
safety program and ensuring compliance with the state’s dam safety requirements. The group also
manages the design and construction of dam improvements and storage facilities. The storage
facilities mainly consist of the recycled water and domestic water tanks located throughout the
District.

Program Description

The Water Quality and Regulatory Compliance Department provides laboratory and compliance
related support to the operations and maintenance of the domestic and recycled water distribution,
sewage collection systems, treatment facilities, and biosolids and energy recovery facilities. The
department provides internal and external customers with field and facility monitoring, reproducible
data of known and documented quality for regulatory monitoring and reporting, process control,
research projects and capital projects utilizing state-of-the-art equipment and certified, analytical
methods.

Staff also manages the laboratory safety, asset management and preventative maintenance
programs, environmental permitting, reporting and compliance covering water, sewage, biosolids,
air, hazardous waste, underground and aboveground storage tanks, universal waste, pretreatment
program, and Fats, Qils, and Grease (FOG) program. Staff actively participates in association
meetings to stay current with developing rules and policies.

Major Goals

e Perform all monitoring and laboratory analyses to provide data to document the District’s
compliance status with all applicable federal, state and local environmental laws and
regulations and for process control purposes;

e Complete analyses within specified hold times and meet quality control specifications;

The mission of the Water Operations Department is to operate and maintain the District's potable
water, recycled water and untreated water systems in an efficient, cost effective and environmentally
safe manner that provides a high level of customer satisfaction. These systems include the Dyer
Road Wellfield, Deep Aquifer Treatment System, Wells 21/22 Treatment Plant, Irvine Desalter
Project (Potable Treatment Plant, Principal Aquifer Plant and Shallow Groundwater Unit) and Baker
Water Treatment Plant.

Major Goals

e Maintain 100% compliance with all regulatory permits;

e Meet the Department’s adopted Water Operations budget;

¢ Maintain 3 or more Water Operators at the T-5 and 5 at the D-5 certification level,

e Coordinate with the Finance, Engineering and Planning Departments on water supply and water
banking opportunities to optimize cost effective operations;

e Achieve zero lost time accidents;

e Modify as needed and track adopted Key Performance Indicators (KPI) to optimize operational
efficiency and cost effectiveness;

e Develop and maintain staff competency through a combination of internal and external training;

e Operate and maintain all treatment and distribution systems to minimize energy consumption;

e Optimize the recycled water long-term storage supply to reduce imported water usage and to
prevent diversion from the Michelson Water Reclamation Plant;

e Maintain the Dyer Road Well Field and Deep Aquifer Treatment System domestic water flows in
accordance with the Ground Water Pumping Plan staying within the current Basin Pumping
Percentage (BPP) of 70%;

e Operate the Irvine Desalter Project (Potable Treatment Plant, Principal Aquifer Plant and
Shallow Groundwater Unit) in accordance with the joint agency agreement and submit required
reports;

e Ensure efficient operation of all District pumping, dam operation, and reservoir facilities;

e Maintain a high level of customer satisfaction by responding promptly to all customer service
requests and repair water leaks with minimal impact to customers; and,

e Respond to Underground Service Alert (USA) tickets and identify water pipelines and sewer
infrastructure to prevent damage from construction activities;

e Provide excellent customer service to our internal and external customers by incorporating
asset management tools and software into our daily tasks.

Program Descriptions

The Water Resources and Policy Department is responsible for developing and implementing
water resource supply and demand management programs to enhance the reliability of water
supplies for District customers. This is, in part, accomplished by expanding the use of recycled
water in compliance with State and local requirements. To ensure the protection of the public
water supply, including at recycled water use sites, the On-Site and Cross-Connection Control
groups play important roles by implementing programs to protect public health.

Recycled Water Customer Development: IRWD is recognized as a national leader in recycled
water based on the many years of experience IRWD has with recycled water, the large number of
meters served, and groundbreaking projects IRWD has completed in partnership with its
customers. IRWD currently serves more than 6,400 recycled water meters including:

e More than 145 commercial dual-plumbed buildings where recycled water is used for
flushing toilets and urinals,

e More than 30 cooling towers,

e Approximately 700 single-family lots where recycled water is used for irrigating both the
front and back yards, and

e Thousands of irrigation sites including golf courses, parks, school grounds, HOA common
areas, agricultural sites, and more.

IRWD continues to work to add new recycled water customers by connecting sites which are the
result of new construction and by converting existing potable or untreated water customers to
recycled water. This is done by reviewing the plans for the use of recycled water to insure
compliance with State and local requirements. Staff checks to make sure the uses for recycled
water are allowed, that the water systems are properly identified, pipe material and separation
standards are met, signage is in place, and more.

IRWD is also recognized for its support of recycled water through organizations such as the
WateReuse Association, a national recycled water advocacy group. IRWD, in concert with
WateReuse California, is active in state-wide policy, legislation, regulation, and support for other
agencies which face challenges as their programs are initiated or are being expanded. On a
regional level, IRWD had a lead role in working with other water recycling agencies and the
regulatory agencies in Orange County to establish standards for on-going inspection and testing of
recycled water use sites.

Recycled Water Use Site Inspection and Testing: Ensuring the safe and proper use of recycled
water is important not only to our customers but the community as well. This is accomplished by
implementing a recycled water use site inspection and testing program. Once the recycled water
use sites are activated, IRWD has the responsibility to monitor those sites for on-going compliance
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P) RECYCLED WATER USE and

with State and local requirements. This is done by having a recycled water use site visual
inspection and cross-connection testing program where each site is periodically inspected for
proper system identification, hours of operation, avoiding runoff, and to confirm that there are no
cross connections. During the inspection, staff reviews the “Do’s and Don’ts” with the Site
Supervisors to clarify their roles and responsibilities as they are responsible for the day-to-day
operation of the sites.

The State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) is currently revising regulations which may
lead to more stringent standards regarding the frequency by which recycled water use sites are
inspected and tested. This work is currently accomplished by both staff and contractors. Once the
revised regulations are approved by the SWRCB, IRWD will determine the optimal use of
resources to meet the new requirements.

Cross-Connection Control: Title 17 of the California Code of Regulations requires that water
agencies protect the public water system from contamination. This is done by implementing a
cross-connection control program. IRWD’s program includes periodically surveying properties to
determine what hazards, if any, exist and what type of backflow prevention device is required to
protect the public system. Once a backflow prevention device is installed, annual testing is
required to make sure it functions properly. These tests are performed by Orange County Health
Care Agency certified backflow device technicians hired by the property owners. IRWD sends
letters to property owners with testable backflow prevention devices notifying them that their
devices are to be tested. IRWD provides the list of certified technicians to property owners. Once
a device is tested, the technician is required to submit documentation to IRWD. There are
currently more than 20,000 testable devices in IRWD's service area.

To confirm on-going compliance at customer sites, IRWD staff conducts periodic field inspections
to monitor for hazardous conditions and to determine if field conditions have changed that would
warrant a change to the backflow requirements. These periodic field inspections are prioritized
based on the types of activities conducted at customer sites.

IRWD itself has more than 150 backflow prevention devices at its properties that also require
testing annually. These devices are tested by IRWD staff. If maintenance or repairs on IRWD’s
devices is required, that work is performed by IRWD staff.

The State of California requires water agencies have a cross-connection program in compliance
with Title 17 of the California Code of Regulations. The State Water Resources Control Board
(SWRCB) will be replacing Title 17 with a Policy Handbook which is currently being drafted by
SWRCB staff. Staff will work with SWRCB staff during the public input process. Once the
document has been adopted, staff will review IRWD’s cross-connection program and revise as
necessary.
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Major Goals

RECYCLED WATER CUSTOMER DEVELOPMENT

Expand the use of recycled water consistent with Title 22 of the California Code of Regulations;
Work with Orange County Parks to pursue the conversion of the Irvine Regional Park irrigation
system to recycled water. This would conserve approximately 240 acre-feet per year of
imported water;

Work with the Roman Catholic Diocese of Orange to pursue the conversion of the Holy
Sepulcher Cemetery irrigation system to recycled water. This would conserve approximately
100 acre-feet per year of potable water;

Pursue a new Local Resources Program funding agreement with MWD which provides a “per-
acre foot” financial incentive to increase the use of recycled water;

Assist WateReuse California with its legislative agenda which includes allowing discharge of
recycled water from impoundments during storm events;

Remain active in the Orange County Chapter of WateReuse California; and,

Seek opportunities to dual-plumb commercial buildings, hotels, condominiums, and apartment
properties.

RECYCLED WATER USE SITE INSPECTION & TESTING

Conduct periodic visual inspections, cross-connection tests, and Site Supervisor training at
more than 2,300 recycled water use sites;

Inform property owners of the things that need to be done to bring each site into compliance
with State and local requirements;

Keep records of the site inspection, site testing and Site Supervisor training, and

Work with other recycled water agencies in Orange County to develop reasonable standards
for on-going inspection and testing of recycled water use sites which can be incorporated into
water agencies written Cross-Connection Control Plans which will be required by the SWRCB'’s
Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook.

CROSS-CONNECTION CONTROL

Send notifications to customers requesting they have their backflow prevention device(s) tested
and if necessary, repaired. There are more than 20,000 testable backflow prevention devices
in IRWD’s service area;

Conduct periodic inspections of customer sites to ensure the proper backflow prevention
device(s) are in place;

Compile a list of high-, medium-, and low-hazard sites in IRWD’s service area that will be the
basis for future inspections based on level of risk;

Test IRWD owned backflow prevention devices and repair as necessary; and,

Work with other domestic water agencies in Orange County to develop reasonable standards
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for on-going hazard assessments of potable water use sites which can be incorporated into
water agencies written Cross-Connection Control Plans which will be required by the SWRCB'’s
Cross-Connection Control Policy Handbook, which will replace Title 17 of the California Code of
Regulations.

WATER DISTRICTY

Program Description

The Water Resources and Policy Department is responsible for developing and implementing
water resource supply and demand management programs to enhance the reliability of water
supplies for District customers. The department is also responsible for managing the District’s
water banking programs, environmental compliance activities, and energy efficiency and
renewable energy programs.

Water Resources and Environmental Compliance: The Water Resources and Environmental
Compliance group is responsible for the planning and development of water supply programs and
banking projects primarily outside of the local Orange County area. These programs and projects
are increasing the diversity and reliability of the District’'s water supplies by securing water supplies
from sources outside of Orange County during wet periods and storing them for future use in
groundwater banking projects in Kern County. Water Resources and Environmental Compliance is
also responsible for exploring and developing potential local water supply reliability opportunities.
The District’s efforts in the development of these programs and projects are needed in response to
stressors on water supply reliability such as environmental pressures in the Delta, climate change,
risks of major earthquakes, expanding statewide population, climate change, and expanding
regulatory requirements.

In addition, the Water Resources and Environmental Compliance group is responsible for the
negotiation and development of agreements with other agencies, banking partners and entities
throughout the State of California for water transfer and exchanges that facilitate the recharge,
storage and recovery of water at the water banking projects. It is responsible for the negotiation
and the development of agreements that facilitate the delivery of water recovered from the water
banking projects to IRWD’s service area through facilities owned by the California Department of
Water Resources, Kern County Water Agency and Metropolitan Water District of Southern
California (MWD). It is also responsible for the management of water supplies allocated to District-
owned lands within the Dudley Ridge Water District and for the management of IRWD-owned
lands located in the Palo Verde Irrigation District (PVID) including the participation of these lands in
the existing PVID/MWD fallowing program and any new water conservation related programs that
PVID and MWD implement in the future.

Other responsibilities of Water Resources and Environmental Compliance include managing the
District’s environmental compliance programs, and overseeing the District’s salt management plan,
Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (SGMA) compliance as well as energy efficiency,
greenhouse gas reporting, verification, and renewable energy planning activities. The
environmental compliance programs focus on fulfilling the District’'s compliance requirements for
the operation of potable and recycled water and wastewater systems operations, facility
replacements and the construction of new facilities.

8. 2023 RECHARGE PROGRAM WITH BUENA VISTA WATER STORAGE
DISTRICT

Using a PowerPoint presentation, Executive Director of Water Policy Weghorst provided an
overview of the Buena Vista Water Storage District (BVWSD) noting that: 1) the average
entitlement is 150,000 acre-feet per year of Kern River water with the right to divert surplus
water; 2) has storage rights in Lake Isabella; 3) its management program consists of up to
100,000 acre-feet per year of Palms Groundwater Recharge Project and up to 17,500 acre feet of
IRWD Strand Ranch Water Bank.

Mr. Weghorst reviewed the long-term banking program with BVWSD and said that in 2010,
IRWD and BVWSD entered into a long-term Agreement for Water Acquisition by Irvine Ranch
Water District from Buena Vista Water Management Program (Exchange Agreement) which
established an exchange program at the Strand Ranch portion of IRWD’s Water Bank. The
Exchange Agreement allows BVWSD to recharge up to 17,500 acre-feet (AF) of high-flow
Kern River water per year at the Strand Ranch on an unbalanced exchange basis, with IRWD
receiving 50% of the water, less a proportional share of losses. BVWSD’s allocated annual rate
of recovery under the Exchange Agreement is 6,667 AF.

Mr. Weghorst said that after purchasing the Stockdale West property in December 2010, IRWD
constructed recharge basins on the Stockdale West portion of the IRWD Water Bank. In
August 2011, IRWD and BVWSD entered into an agreement allowing BVWSD to use the
Stockdale West recharge basins for one year to capture up to 10,000 AF of high-flow Kern
River water on an unbalanced exchange basis. BVWSD recharged 3,268 AF of high-flow Kern
River water using the Stockdale West basins, in addition to 17,500 AF at the Strand Ranch.

Mr. Weghorst said that in 2017 IRWD executed an agreement with BVWSD for a one-year
recharge program to augment recharge using the Stockdale West recharge facilities for up to an
additional 12,500 AF, and they recharged 13,654 AF utilizing the Strand and Stockdale West
recharge basins with IRWD receiving 6,827 AF.

Mr. Weghorst said that in 2019 IRWD executed an agreement with BVWSD for a one-year
recharge program to augment recharge under the Exchange Agreement utilizing the Stockdale
West recharge facilities for up to an additional 12,500 AF and IRWD purchased 5,974 AF from
BVWSD at $110 per AF.



Mr. Weghorst said that implementation of the proposed 2023 Recharge Program would at
IRWD’s discretion provide the following: 1) after first delivering 17,500 AF under the
Exchange Agreement, BVWSD could deliver a minimum of 4,500 AF of high-flow Kern River
on a second priority basis; 2) if BVWSD augments recharge by at least 4,500 AF, then IRWD
would pay BVWSD $25 per AF for its share of water delivered under the Exchange Agreement
and the 2023 Recharge Program; 3) BVWSD would pay all actual recovery costs for its share
of water delivered under the 2023 Recharge Program, estimated at $120 per AF; 4) if BVWSD
augments recharge by at least 4,500 AF, then BVWSD would be provided additional annual
recovery capacity of 750 AF on a first priority basis; and 5) all other terms and conditions
under the Exchange Agreement would apply to the proposed Recharge Program.

Following discussion, on MOTION by Reinhart, seconded by LaMar and unanimously carried,
THE BOARD AUTHORIZED THE GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE A LETTER
AGREEMENT WITH BUENA VISTA WATER STORAGE DISTRICT FOR A 2023
RECHARGE PROGRAM BASED ON TERMS PRESENTED, SUBJECT TO
NON-SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES, GIVING IRWD THE ABILITY TO ALLOW BUENA
VISTA WATER STORAGE DISTRICT TO AUGMENT THE SUPPLIES DELIVERED
INTO STORAGE AT THE IRWD WATER BANK.

9. GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

General Manager Cook reported that due to the recent rains, the District is releasing water from
Irvine Lake and that Sand Canyon Reservoir is spilling water. Mr. Cook said that if there is
another storm, the boards may be installed to hold water at a higher level at Irvine Lake.

Mr. Cook said that with the Governor lifting the drought emergency, the District will be
bringing an item to the next Board meeting rescinding the 2021 drought declaration.

Mr. Cook introduced Water Quality Laboratory Manager Scott Giatpaiboon and Director of
Treasury Kent Morris to the Board.

Mr. Cook said that this afternoon, he heard of the passing of Mr. Jim Goodrich and asked that
the President adjourn the meeting in his memory. He said that Mr. Goodrich was an IRWD
Board member from 1980 through 1988.

Consultant Newell reported that all is well in the canyons.

BACKGROUND:

Over the past few weeks, spot bills and legislative intent bills that were introduced at the
beginning of this legislative session have been amended as the bills’ authors seek to have their
bills referred to and heard in the appropriate policy committee.

The Legislature left for Spring Recess on March 30 and will return on April 10. When they
return, the legislative policy committee deadline for to hear fiscal bills will be 11 days away on
April 28, while May 5 is the policy committee deadline for non-fiscal bills. The last day for
fiscal committees to hear and report to the floor any bills introduced in their house is May 19,
and the house of origin deadline is June 2.

A copy of the Legislative Matrix is provided as Exhibit “A”. Links to the bills discussed below
are included within each discussion unless a separate exhibit is noted.

2023 State Leqgislative Update:

AB 754 (Papan, D-San Mateo) — Water Management Planning: Automatic Conservation Plan:

Under existing law, urban water suppliers are required to develop an Urban Water Management
Plan (UWMP). The UWMP includes quantification of past, current, and projected water uses,
identifies uses among water use sectors, detail the supplier’s existing and planned sources of
water, and includes a Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP). The WSCP is a plan that
outlines the response actions an urban water supplier will take in the event of water shortage of
0-10 percent, 11-20 percent, 21-30 percent, 31-40 percent, 41-50 percent and greater than a 50
percent shortage.

AB 754, which is sponsored by the California Coastkeeper Alliance, would require an UWMP
and an agricultural water management plan, if a reservoir is identified as an existing or planned
source of water available to the supplier, to include a target water supply storage curve for the
reservoir. The curve would need to be based on target carryover levels sufficient to satisfy water
users and ecological stream flow needs for at least five years.

The bill would also require the development of an automatic conservation plan. An automatic
conservation plan would be a set of actions that would automatically be implemented by the
water supplier when the reservoir storage level falls below the target water supply storage curve.
For urban water suppliers, the automatic conservation plan would include six standard water
shortage levels corresponding to those shortages included in WSCP. When both an automatic
conservation plan and a WSCP are in effect, AB 754 requires that the more restrictive of the two
plans should be implemented.

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Staff recommend that the Board adopt an “oppose” position on AB 754. Water supply resilience
is achieved through diversification of supplies, and this bill’s targeting of an individual reservoir
level ignores this fact. Furthermore, the bill requires an additional plan when the WSCP outlines
the actions to be taken in the event of a water shortage, resulting in duplicative shortage
planning.

AB 755 (Papan) —Public Entity Urban Water Supplier Cost-of-Service Analysis:

AB 755, which is also sponsored by the California Coastkeeper Alliance, would require water
suppliers to include a determination of the incremental costs incurred due to the top 10 percent of
single-family customers in all of its cost-of-service studies. It would also require that those
studies include an analysis of which costs would be avoided if those customers met the long-term
water efficiency standards developed under the “Making Conservation a California Way of Life”
legislation.

The author’s office argues that when setting customer rates, a public water utility must account
for costs that allow the utility to maintain and invest in a system that is capable of meeting the
maximum possible demand, and that the maximum demand is often driven by the customers that
use the most water. In this context, the author’s office asserts that affluent single-family
residences are notorious for using excessive amounts of water for outdoor irrigation. Allegedly,
the largest water users drive a water utility’s need for investments in larger supply, increased
infrastructure and conservation measures, and that these investments can raise the rates for all
customers. Implicit in the author’s expressed intent is that urban water suppliers are violating
Proposition 218 by allowing some customers to subsidize others.

Proposition 218 prohibits water suppliers from setting rates so that certain customers subsidize
the costs of other customers. Water suppliers, like IRWD, conduct extensive cost-of-service
studies when setting rates to ensure that this is not the case. Large residential customers do pay
for all of the costs associated with serving their property and to meet their water demands. These
costs are not being paid by other customers.

Due to AB 755 placing additional cost-of-service analysis requirements on water supplies and,
likely, requiring suppliers to include hypotheticals in their cost-of-service analysis, staff
recommends the Board adopt an “oppose” position on AB 755.

AB 1072 (Wicks, D-Oakland) — Water Conservation and Efficiency: Low-Income Residential
Customers:

AB 1072 would require urban water suppliers to offer technical assistance and financial
incentives to low-income residential customers beginning January 1, 2025. The purpose of the
assistance is to help low-income customers install efficient water conservation devices and
climate resilient landscaping. Moreover, the bill requires a supplier to allocate a minimum of 40
percent of its conservation and efficiency funding to low-income households and disadvantaged
communities within its service areas unless it can demonstrate to the State Board that no more
than 10 percent of its households fall within those categories. If that is proven to the State
Board, the bill would permit the State Board to allow the water supplier to allocate 10 percent of
the funding to low-income households.

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The bill provides that the technical assistance and financial incentives may be paid for by
ratepayer and non-ratepayer revenue, or by recouping the program’s cost through a surcharge on
program participants’ bills provided the surcharge is no larger than actual bill savings generated
by the program.

Additionally, the bill would make a water supplier ineligible for financial assistance if they do
not comply with the assistance and funding requirements.

While the bill may be well intentioned, it would drastically impact how IRWD targets its water
efficiency programs from an approach that focuses on water savings to one that focuses on a
customer’s level of income regardless of their level of efficiency. Staff recommends that the
Board adopt an “oppose unless amended” position on the bill. The amendments sought by the
District would include greater flexibility and a recognition that water efficiency funding should
target the greatest water savings, if that is what makes sense for a water supplier.

AB 1594 (E. Garcia, D-Coachella) — Medium- and Heavy-Duty Zero-Emission Vehicles: Public
Agency Utilities:

As discussed in the 2023 Regulatory Update below, the Proposed 15-Day Changes to the
Proposed Advanced Clean Fleets regulation (ACF) were released on March 23, 2023. The
15-Day Changes left many of the issues raised by public water, wastewater and electric utilities
unresolved.

AB 1594, which is co-sponsored by the California Municipal Utilities Association (CMUA) and
the Southern California Public Power Authority, seeks to address these unresolved issues.

AB 1594 would require any state regulation requires or otherwise compels a public water,
wastewater or electric utility to procure medium- and heavy-duty zero-emission vehicles to
ensure that those vehicles will allow the utility to maintain reliable water and electric services,
respond to disasters in an emergency capacity, and provide mutual aid assistance statewide and
nationwide.

The language in the bill aligns with a letter that ten members of the Legislature signed and
transmitted to the CARB board chair on February 13, 2023.

Because AB 1594 seeks to resolve public utilities” ACF, staff recommends the Board adopt a
“support” position on AB 1594.

SB 659 (Ashby, D-Sacramento) — California Water Supply Solutions Act of 2023:

SB 659 would establish the California Water Supply Solutions Act of 2023. The Act would
require the Department of Water Resources (DWR), in consultation with the State Water
resources Control Board (State Board) and regional boards, prepare and approve a groundwater
recharge action plan by January 1, 2025, and include that plan in the next update to the
California Water Plan. The action plan would need to achieve an increase of 10 million acre-feet
of annual groundwater recharge by December 31, 2035, and increase the state's groundwater
supplies.

SB 659 is co-sponsored by Regional Water Authority and the California Association of
Winegrape Growers. As this bill proposes to achieve an increase in groundwater recharge and
build greater water resilience in California, staff recommends the Board adopt a “support”
position on SB 659.

2023 Water Rights Legislation:

As reported last month, there are many bills this session related to water rights. Staff updated the
Water Resources and Policy (WRP) Committee on these bills and the discussion taking place
regarding:

AB 460 (Bauer-Kahan, D-San Ramon) — State Water Resources Control Board: Interim Relief:

AB 460, which is authored by the Chair of the Water, Parks, and Wildlife Committee (WPW
Committee), Assemblymember Rebecca Bauer-Kahan, would grant the State Board authority, on
its own motion or upon the petition of an interested party, to issue interim relief orders against
water diverters and users. Specifically, the State Board could issue an interim relief order to
enforce Section 2 of Article X of the California Constitution; the public trust doctrine; adopted
water quality objectives, principles and guidelines; requirements set forth in certain permits,
licenses, certificates, and registrations; or Section 5937 of the Fish and Game Code. AB 460 will
be heard by the WPW Committee on April 18;

AB 676 (Bennett, D-Oxnard) — Water: General State Policy:

AB 676 would define domestic water use to include, but not be limited to, sustenance of human
beings and household conveniences; care of household livestock and animals; care of household
gardens; and deliveries of water by community water systems, other public, municipal, and
industrial water agencies, and water corporations regulated by the Public Utilities Commission.

The bill also includes two provisions that extend the public trust doctrine’s applicability. Those
provisions are:

o “All water rights remain subject to the reasonable use doctrine, pursuant to Section 2 of
Article X of the California Constitution, and the public trust doctrine, as provided in
National Audubon Society v. Superior Court (1983) 33 Cal.3d 419 and subsequent
California court decisions;” and

e “Pursuant to Section 85023, the longstanding constitutional principle of reasonable use
and the public trust doctrine provide the foundation for state water management policy.”
AB 676 will be heard by the WPW Committee on May 2.
AB 1272 (Wood, D-Santa Rosa) — State Water Resources Control Board: Drought Planning:

AB 1272 would require the State Board to establish a program, in consultation with the

Department of Fish and Wildlife, and to adopt principles and guidelines for diversion and use of
water during times of drought or water shortages in coastal watersheds which drain to the Pacific
Ocean, are located in Regional Water Quality Control Boards 1, 2 or 3, and are identified and are

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a priority for the recovery of native anadromous fish species. The bill would authorize the State
Board to issue a cease-and-desist order when a diversion or use violated the adopted program,
principles and guidelines. AB 1272 is current in the Assembly Appropriations Committee;

AB 1337 (Wicks, D-Oakland) — State Board Water Shortage Enforcement:

AB 1337 would expand the authority that the State Board has to adopt regulations or issue
curtailment orders. Specifically, the bill would authorize the State Board to adopt regulations for
any of the following purposes at any time:

e To prevent the waste, unreasonable use, unreasonable method of use, or unreasonable
method of diversion of water;

e To promote water recycling or water conservation;
e To protect public trust resources;

e To require curtailment of diversions when water is not available under the diverter’s
priority of right; or

e In furtherance of any of the purposes of this section, to require reporting of diversion or
use or the preparation of monitoring reports.

The bill would also permit the State Board to implement regulations through orders curtailing
water diversions.

Given the expansive authority AB 1337 would grant the State Board to develop new regulations,
staff recommend the Board adopt an “oppose” position on the bill. AB 1337 has been double
referred to the WPW (where it will be heard on April 18) and the Judiciary Committee.

SB 389 (Allen, D-Redondo Beach) — State Water Resources Control Board: Determination of
Water Right:

SB 389 would authorize the State Board to investigate the diversion and use of water to
determine whether the diversion and use are based upon appropriation, riparian right, or another
basis of right. In addition, it would permit the State Board to require a water right claimant,
diverter or user to submit information proving their water right and use. SB 389 is currently in
the Senate Natural Resources and Water Committee.

Leqgislation on Per- and Polyfluoroalkyl Substances (PFAS):

This session there have been six bills introduced that relate to PFAS. The six bills are:

e AB 246 (Papan, D-San Mateo) — Product Safety: PFAS in Menstrual Products: AB 246,
beginning January 1, 2025, would ban menstrual products that intentionally contain
added PFAS;

e AB 727 (Weber, D-La Mesa) — Product Safety: PFAS in Cleaning Products: AB 727,
beginning January 1, 2025, would ban cleaning products that contain intentionally added
PFAS or PFAS in the product or a product component above specified levels;

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AB 1290 (Luz Rivas, D-Arleta) — Product Safety: Substances in Plastic Packaging: AB
1290, beginning January 1, 2026, would ban plastic packaging, except packaging for
specified medical products and drugs, that contains certain specified chemicals, pigments,
or additives, including PFAS;

AB 1423 (Schiavo, D-Santa Clarita) — Product Safety: PFAS in Artificial Turf or
Synthetic Substances: AB 1423, beginning July 1, 2024, would require the product
packaging or label for artificial turf or a synthetic surface that resembles grass to indicate
whether the product contains intentionally added PFAS or PFAS at or above specified
thresholds. This bill would require a manufacturer or installer to provide a notification to
any party receiving a proposal to design, sell, or install am artificial turf field that
contains PFAS, and beginning on January 1, 2025, prohibit schools from purchasing or
installing artificial turf or a synthetic surface resembling grass if it contains PFAS;

AB 1660 (Ta, R-Westminster) — PFAS in Cosmetic Products: AB 1660 would authorize
CARB to exempt intentionally added PFAS from the ban on intentionally adding PFAS
to cosmetic products if the intentionally added PFAS has characteristics that are
beneficial for the environmental goals of the State and if it is not identified as persistent,
bioaccumulative, and toxic to the environment; and

SB 414 (Allen, D-Redondo Beach) — Drought-Tolerant Landscaping: Local Incentive
Programs for Synthetic Grass and Artificial Turf: SB 414 would prohibit cities, counties
and special districts from issuing a rebate, voucher, or other financial incentive for the
use of synthetic grass or artificial turf that contains contaminants, including zinc, plastic,
or PFAS.

Given the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s recently proposed Maximum Contaminant

Levels

(MCLs) for PFAS chemicals, which is discussed below, source control can assist water

and wastewater agencies in reducing the amount of PFAS they will need to treat. Staff
recommend the Board adopt a “support” position on AB 246, AB 727 (Weber), AB 1290 (Luz

Rivas),

and SB 414 (Allen).

Other 2023 State Leqgislation of Interest to IRWD:

There are several other bills of interest to the District, including:

AB 735 (Berman, D-Palo Alto) — Workforce Development: Utility Careers: AB 735,
which is sponsored by the CMUA, would establish the High Road Utility Careers
(HRUC) program, administered by the California Workforce Development Board
through partnerships with statewide water, wastewater, and energy utility associations.
The purpose of the HRUC program would be to connect existing resources with
individuals interested in careers in the utility sector and ensure a continued reliable
workforce for California utilities. A continued reliable workforce is a key objective for
utilities. This bill will further that objective by focusing resources on supporting
individuals who are interested in utility careers through workforce preparation, training,
and education that will prepare them for a career in the utility sector. Staff recommends
the Board adopt a “support” position on AB 735;

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AB 838 (Connolly, D-San Rafael) — Water Bill and Infrastructure Information and Data:
AB 838, which is co-sponsored by the California Water Association and California Water
Service, would require public water systems to provide information and data to the State
Board related to the average water bill paid by customers and the system’s completed and
planned infrastructure replacements. The sponsors of the bill have stated that the bill is
aimed at getting the State Board information it may need to address affordability and
system health, while reducing the amount of data the State Board requests of water
system through the Electronic Annual Report. Unfortunately, the bill only expands the
amount of data a water supplier will be required to provide the State Board without
enhancing the State Board’s understanding of either the affordability of water within that
suppliers service area or if the system is being appropriately maintained. For these
reasons staff recommends the Board adopt an “oppose” position on AB 838;

AB 1572 (Friedman, D-Burbank) — Nonfunctional Turf: AB 1572 would prohibit the
irrigation of nonfunctional turf with potable water with by commercial, industrial,
institutional, multifamily residential, and large landscape water users. Additionally, AB
1572 would authorize the State Board to adopt regulations related to the methods of
compliance certification, and urban water supply reporting requirements, among other
things. The bill also requires urban water suppliers to assist the State Board in audit
compliance with this prohibition. Given the requirements that would likely be placed on
urban water suppliers the District has “seek amendments” position on the bill;

AB 1573 (Friedman, D-Burbank) — Water Conservation: Landscape Design and
Nonfunctional Turf: AB 1573 would require changes to the Model Water Efficient
Landscape Ordinance (MWELO). Specifically, it would change MWELO from a
landscape design standard that must be met to a landscape design, planting and irrigation
standard. Among other things, it would require that MWELO be updated to include
provisions that require that at least 75 percent of the plants installed in new or renovated
landscapes be local native plants. The remaining 25 percent would be permitted to be
plants included Water Use Classification of Landscape Species published by the
University of California Cooperative Extension and DWR in 2014 and its subsequent
updates, if they had an average plant factor of 0.3. Staff has reviewed the bill and has
identified workability concerns regarding a number of the changes proposed in order to
move MWELO from a design standard to a full landscape regulation. Staff recommends
that the Board adopt a “seek amendments” on the bill and authorize staff to seek changes
to the bill that improve its long-term workability;

SB 48 (Becker, D-San Mateo) — Water and Energy Savings Act: SB 48 would require,
each water and electric utility to maintain records of water and electric usage data of all
buildings to which they provide service for at least the most recent 12 months, and to
provide aggregated water usage data to the owner of any building with no residential
utility accounts or with five or more accounts, comprised on either residential or
nonresidential accounts. The bill also requires the Energy Commission (CEC), in
consultation with the State Board, to adopt regulations requiring the reporting of this
information to the CEC along with various benchmarking data points. Additionally, this
bill would require the CEC and the State Board, in consultation with the California Air
Resources Board (CARB), the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC), and
California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD), to jointly

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develop a strategy for using the reported data to track and manage the energy and water
usage and emissions of greenhouse gases from the covered buildings in order to achieve
the state’s goals, targets, and standards related to energy and water usage and emissions
of greenhouse gases.

Existing law already requires urban retail water suppliers to comply with an Urban Water
Use Objective and to implement performance measures for commercial, industrial and
institutional customers. SB 48 would not improve the existing framework for advancing
water efficiency in California, but would add a significant amount of reporting and data
collection to the requirements placed upon urban retail water suppliers. Given the burden
and limited impact on water savings, staff recommends the Board adopt an “oppose
unless amended” position the bill. The amendment sought by the District would be to
have “water” struck from the bill; and

SB 57 (Gonzalez, D-Long Beach) — Utilities: Disconnection of Residential Service: SB 57
would require specified electric and gas utilities, as well as public water systems, to
postpone the disconnection of a customer’s residential service for nonpayment when the
National Weather Service’s local forecast predicts that the temperature within the utility’s
service area, over the next 24 hours, will be 32 degrees Fahrenheit or cooler or 95 degrees
Fahrenheit or warmer. SB 57 would also require utilities to notify their residential
ratepayers of the disconnection postponement and would require additional notices be
posted or sent. Thes notices included posting the prohibition on its website, providing its
residential ratepayers with a written notice of these requirements before the onset of the
summer and winter seasons, including a notice of this requirement on each bill until 2025,
and including the requirement on the first bill each new residential customer receives.
SB 57 requires that all of these notices be provided in English and any other language
spoken by 10 percent or more of the ratepayers in its service area. SB 57 would
substantially change water shutoffs in California and unreasonably increase the number of
notices a water provider must send its customers. Staff recommends that the Board adopt
an “oppose unless amended” position on SB 57 and authorize staff to seek amendments to
make the bill more workable for water agencies; and

SB 778 (Ochoa Bogh, R-Redlands) — Excavations: Subsurface Installations: SB 778
revises the Dig Safe Act of 2016 (Act), and amends both operator and excavator
responsibilities related to underground utilities and excavations. Most significantly, this
bill would add non-pressurized sewer lines and storm drains to the definition of
“subsurface installation.” This bill is essentially a reintroduction of SB 1345 (Ochoa
Bogh) of 2022. As with SB 1345, staff recommends the Board adopt an “oppose unless
amended” position on SB 778 and authorize staff to seek amendments to the bill to
remove non-pressurized sewer lines from the definition of subsurface installation.

Staff also discussed the following bills with the WRP Committee:

AB 1216 (Muratsuchi, D-Torrance) — Wastewater Treatment Plants: Monitoring of Air
Pollutants: AB 1216 would overturn a South Coast AQMD abatement order for the
Hyperion Water Reclamation Plant (Hyperion) and impose stricter monitoring and data
reporting requirements on the City of Los Angeles;

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AB 1637 (Irwin, D-Thousand Oaks) — Local Government Websites and Email Addresses:
AB 1637 would require local agencies to ensure that their website utilizes a “.gov” or a
“*.ca.gov” domain, and also ensure that each email address provided to their employees
utilizes one of those two domain types;

SB 366 (Caballero, D-Salinas) — The California Water Plan Long-Term Supply Targets:
SB 366 is the legislative vehicle for CMUA’s “Water for All” proposal. As of the
writing of this report, this bill is currently in the Senate Rules Committee and has not yet
been referred to a policy committee. The District currently has a “support” position on
SB 366; and

SB 747 (Caballero, D-Salinas) — Surplus Land Act: Economic Development: SB 747,
authored by Senator Anna Caballero (D-Salinas), proposes several changes to the Surplus
Land Act (SLA), among which is to add a definition of “dispose” to the SLA. A local
agency must comply with the SLA when it disposes of surplus land. As currently
enacted, the SLA does not contain a definition of “dispose.” This lack of a definition has
created a disagreement between the HCD and local agencies as to what the SLA applies
to. HCD has issued guidelines that state that the SLA applies to both the sale and leasing
of property. Local agencies have held that the SLA only applies to the sale of surplus
property. SB 747 proposes to resolve this dispute by defining “dispose.” SB 747 would
define “dispose” to mean the sales of surplus land or the lease of surplus land for a term
longer than 35 years, including renewal options included in the terms of the initial lease.
This definition is based on the California Revenue and Taxation Code which treats leases
longer than 35 years as a transfer of property ownership for taxation purposes. Staff will
update the Board on the discussion taking place on SB 747 and the other surplus lands
bills proposed this year. The District currently has a “support” position on SB 747.

2023 State Requlatory Update:

Governor Newsom’s Executive Order Easing Drought Emergency Provisions:

On March 24, 2023, Governor Newsom announced that he signed Executive Order (EO) N-5-23.
EO N-5-23 rolled back the drought emergency provisions that the Governor determined are no
longer needed. Specifically, EO N-5-23:

Ends the voluntary 15 percent water conservation target;

Ends the requirement that local water agencies implement level 2 of their drought
contingency plans;

Maintains the ban on wasteful water uses;
Preserves all current emergency orders focused on groundwater supply;

Maintains orders focused on specific watersheds that have not benefited as much from
recent rains, including the Klamath River and Colorado River basins, which both remain
in drought; and

Retains a state of emergency for all 58 counties to allow for drought response and
recovery efforts to continue.

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2023 Federal Legislative and Requlatory Update:

Proposed PFAS National Primary Drinking Water Regulation and MCLs:

On March 29, EPA announced a proposed National Primary Drinking Water Regulation to
establish MCLs for six PFAS compounds. The proposed MCL is 4.0 ppt for both PFOA and
PFOS individually, and 1.0 (unitless) for PFNA, PFHxXS, PFBS and the so-called GenX
Chemicals, HFPO-DA. This proposed rule would also require public water systems to monitor
for these PFAS, notify the public of the levels of these PFAS, and reduce the levels of these
PFAS in drinking water if they exceed the proposed standards.

The 4.0 ppt proposed MCL for PFOA and PFOS is the achievable detection level using Method
1633. The level for PFNA, PFHXS, PFBS and HFPO-DA is known as a hazard index, which is
the sum of the hazard quotients across chemicals in the risk assessment of a mixture of
chemicals. The deadline for written comments on the proposed rulemaking is May 30, 2023.

Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project Outreach:
IRWD’s federal advocacy efforts in 2023 continue to largely focus on seeking federal funding
for the Kern Fan Groundwater Storage Project and advocating for an increased funding

authorization for the federal Water Storage Program.

QUITCLAIM OF EXEMPT SURPLUS LAND

SUMMARY:

When IRWD consolidated with the Orange Park Acres Mutual Water Company in 2008, IRWD
took possession of certain parcels of land in the Orange Park Acres area. A property known as
Lot J, Tract No. 918, which is adjacent to Orange Park Boulevard and identified as APN 379-
281-30, was declared as exempt surplus land by the IRWD Board on November 14, 2022. The
Board also authorized staff to negotiate the disposal of the property containing the encroachment
of the residence onto Lot J. Staff recommends quitclaiming the portion of the encroachment to
the property owner, Ms. Christine Martinez, for the amount of one dollar ($1.00).

BACKGROUND:

Lot Jis an alley located near Orange Park Boulevard and Chapman Avenue. This parcel is a
strip of land 30 feet wide, is adjacent to seven properties, and serves as the main access to at least
one property at the easterly end of the lot and secondary access for the remainder of adjoining
properties. A residence located mostly on Lot 30 of Tract 918 encroaches upon half of Lot J at
the westerly end. The title report of Lot J did not reveal any evidence that the encroachment was
permitted. At the November 14, 2022, Board meeting, Lot J was declared Exempt Surplus in
anticipation of disposing of the portion with the residence encroachment. There are no IRWD
facilities in the parcel.

Subsequently to the November 14 Board meeting, staff completed a chain of title property
research and confirmed that the current owner, Ms. Christine Martinez, does not have a previous
agreement relating to this encroachment, and completed a land survey of Lot J. Additionally, as
part of the title research, staff reviewed aerial photos of the property dating back to the 1930s
when the house was originally constructed. Photos from the late 1940s to early 1950s disclosed
the expansion of the house onto Lot J. The house has been sold at least six times and a review of
the deeds of each of those sales disclosed that the title cleared each time without any reference or
deed modification acknowledging the addition of improvements onto Lot J.

Staff recommends that the Board approve quitclaiming the portion of the property containing the
residence encroachment to Ms. Christine Martinez for $1.00. The location of the portion of Lot J
to be quitclaimed is shown on Exhibit “A”. The quitclaim deed is shown as Exhibit “B”.
Quitclaiming this portion of the exempt surplus property for $1.00 is consistent with previous
approaches to exempt surplus property in this area and eliminates a business risk or potential
liability for IRWD.

RESCISSION OF LEVEL TWO WATER SHORTAGE DECLARATION

SUMMARY:

In September 2021, the Board adopted a resolution declaring a Level Two Water Shortage in
response to the Governor’s Executive Order N-10-21, which called for a 15% statewide
reduction in urban water use. On March 24, 2023, Governor Newsom issued Executive Order
N-5-23 easing the statewide emergency drought restrictions that were put in place in 2021. The
Governor’s action was taken in response to extraordinary rainfall and snowpack accumulation
across California in recent months. Given that statewide water supply conditions have vastly
improved and that the Governor has eased statewide drought restrictions, staff recommends the
Board adopt a resolution rescinding Resolution No. 2021-21 declaring IRWD’s Level Two
Water Shortage declaration.

BACKGROUND:

In July 2021, the Governor’s Executive Order N-10-21 asked all Californians to voluntarily
reduce water consumption by 15% compared with 2020 levels. A 15% reduction in potable
water use falls within the 10 to 20% Shortage Level Two defined as a Significant Shortage
Condition in the District’s Water Shortage Contingency Plan. Although IRWD was not
experiencing a water shortage, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2021-22 in response to the
governor’s order declaring a Level Two Shortage on September 27, 2021.

Easing Drought Restrictions:

The extraordinary series of storms that California has experienced so far this year have
significantly eased the impacts of severe drought throughout California. Water storage levels in
key reservoirs have risen to above normal levels and the snowpack is significantly above
average. As a result of these improved conditions, Governor Newsom issued Executive Order
N-5-23 on March 24, 2023, ending the call for voluntary 15% water conservation and the
requirement that local water agencies implement level 2 of their drought contingency plans.

The Governor’s recent Executive Order did not fully rescind all statewide drought restrictions.
The following provisions remain in effect:

o Ban on wasteful water uses, such as watering ornamental grass on commercial properties;
o All current emergency orders focused on groundwater supply;

o Orders focused on specific watersheds that have not benefited as much from recent rains,
including the Klamath River and Colorado River basins, which both remain in drought;
and

o All 58 counties remain in a state of emergency to allow for drought response and
recovery.

No. 8 Rescind Level 2 Water Shortage 8
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Rescission of Level Two Drought Declaration:

Staff and legal counsel have prepared the resolution that is provided as Exhibit “A” to formally
rescind the declaration of a Level Two Shortage (Significant Shortage Condition). Consistent
with the Governor’s Order, the District has measures that prohibit water waste permanently in
effect regardless of drought conditions and will continue to provide messaging regarding the
statewide ban on watering ornamental turf on commercial properties with potable water. Staff
recommends the Board adopt this resolution rescinding a Level Two Shortage.

RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 2021-21 DECLARING
WATER SHORTAGE LEVEL TWO (SIGNIFICANT SHORTAGE CONDITION)

A On September 27, 2021, in response to the Governor’s call for statewide
conservation measures in the face of historic drought conditions, Irvine Ranch Water District
(“IRWD?”) declared a Water Shortage Level Two (Significant Shortage Condition) (Resolution
No. 2021-22) and implemented certain voluntary drinking water conservation measures designed
to reduce water consumption by 15% compared with 2020 levels.

B. On March 24, 2023, following significant rainfall and snowpack in the first
quarter of 2023, the Governor issued Executive Order N-5-23 (attached as Exhibit 1) easing the
statewide emergency drought restrictions, and terminating the 15% water conservation target and
the local level two drought restrictions.

C. The statewide drought restrictions continue to ban wasteful water uses such as
watering ornamental grass on commercial properties, and continue to protect groundwater
supplies. IRWD’s Rules and Regulations prohibit water waste, regardless of drought conditions,
and will continue to provide messaging regarding the statewide ban on watering ornamental turf
on commercial properties with potable water.

D. The Board of Directors intends by this resolution to rescind the Level Two
shortage declaration, while retaining its prohibitions on unreasonable and wasteful uses of water.

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF IRVINE RANCH WATER DISTRICT THEREFORE
RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Resolution No. 2021-22 is hereby rescinded.

Section 2. The following measures continue to be in effect, as required by the Governor’s
orders and declarations or as stated in IRWD’s Rules and Regulations and its Water Shortage
Contingency Plan:

A. No Gutter Flooding - No person shall cause or permit any water furnished to
any property within the District to run or to escape from any hose, pipe, valve, faucet,
sprinkler, or irrigation device into any gutter or otherwise to escape from the property if
such running or escaping can reasonably be prevented.

B. Eliminate Leaks - No person shall permit leaks of water that he has the
authority to eliminate.

C. No Washing Hard Surface Areas - Washing down hard or paved surfaces,
including, but not limited to sidewalks, walkways, driveways, parking areas, tennis
courts, patios or alleys, is prohibited except when necessary to alleviate safety or sanitary
hazards.

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D. No Waste - No person shall cause or permit water under his control to be
wasted.

E. Restrictions on Washing of Motor Vehicles - No person shall wash a motor
vehicle with a hose not fitted with a shut-off nozzle or similar functioning device

F. No Use of Potable Water in a Fountain - No person shall use potable water in
a fountain or other decorative water feature, except where the water is recirculated or
recirculation would cause a public health safety or sanitary hazard.

G. No Application of Potable Water to Outdoor Landscapes - No person shall
apply potable water to outdoor landscapes during and within 48 hours of measureable
rainfall.

H. No Irrigation of Ornamental Turf Public Street Medians or Commercial
Properties — No person shall use potable water to irrigate ornamental turf on public street
medians or commercial properties.

I. No Single-Pass Cooling - No person shall operate a single pass cooling system.

J. Newly Constructed Homes and Buildings - No person shall use potable water
to irrigate landscapes outside of newly constructed homes and buildings in a manner
inconsistent with regulations or other requirements established by the California Building
Standards Commission and the Department of Housing and Community Development.

K. Additional Restrictions- Any other restrictions established from time-to-time
by IRWD.

WHEREAS on April 21, 2021, May 10, 2021, July 8, 2021, and October 19,
2021, | proclaimed States of Emergency to exist due to drought conditions; and

WHEREAS the multi-year nature of the current drought, which began three
years after the record-setting drought of 2012-2016, continues to have
significant, immediate impacts on communities across California with vulnerable
water supplies, farms that rely on irrigation to grow food and fiber, and fish and
wildlife that rely on stream flows and cool water; and

WHEREAS the March 3, 2023, snow survey conducted by the Department
of Water Resources and partner agencies found that most regions of the Sierra
Nevada are above average for snow water content, and some regions are
nearing record amounts of snow, and snow and rain has fallen across many
regions of the state since then, with more precipitation forecasted; and

WHEREAS improved conditions have helped rehabilitate surface water
supplies, but have not abated the severe drought conditions that remain in
some parts of the State, including the Klamath River basin and the Colorado
River basin, and many groundwater basins throughout the State remain
depleted from overreliance and successive multi-year droughts; and

WHEREAS continued action by the State is needed to address ongoing
consequences of the drought emergency, including groundwater supply
shortages, domestic well failures, and drought-related harm to native fishes in
the Klamath River and Clear Lake watersheds; and

WHEREAS the drought emergency has required a dynamic and flexible
response from the State, and several provisions in my prior Proclamations and
Orders have been terminated or superseded already, specifically Paragraphs 4
and 8 of my State of Emergency Proclamation dated April 21, 2021, Paragraphs
2, 4, and 7 of my State of Emergency Proclamation dated May 10, 2021,
Paragraphs 3, 4, 5, 6, and 10 of my State of Emergency Proclamation dated July
8, 2021, and Paragraph 9 of Executive Order N-7-22; and

WHEREAS improved conditions warrant an even more targeted State
response to the ongoing drought emergency and certain provisions in my State
of Emergency Proclamations dated April 21, 2021, May 10, 2021, July 8, 2021,
and October 19, 2021, and in Executive Orders N-10-21, N-7-22, and N-3-23
provide authority that is no longer needed to mitigate the effects of the drought
conditions or direct actions by state agencies, departments, and boards that
have already been completed; and

WHEREAS notwithstanding the rescission of certain emergency authorities
for emergency drinking water action, state agencies have existing legal
authority and funding to continue expedited work to advance the human right
to water, and state agencies will continue all ongoing drought resilience

planning work, including through coordination with local agencies and tribes;
and




WHEREAS next winter's hydrology is uncertain and the most efficient way
to preserve the State's improved surface water supplies is for Californians to
continue their ongoing efforts to make conservation a way of life; and

WHEREAS tc protect public health and safety, it is critical the State take
certain immediate actions without undue delay to prepare for and mitigate the
effects of the drought conditions, and under Government Code section 8571, |
find that strict compliance with various statutes and regulations specified in this
Order would prevent, hinder, or delay the mitigation of the effects of the
drought conditfions.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, GAVIN NEWSOM, Governor of the State of Californiq,
in accordance with the authority vested in me by the State Constitution and
statutes, including the California Emergency Services Act, and in particular,
Government Code sections 8567, 8571, and 8627, do hereby issue the following
Order to become effective immediately:

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. The orders and provisions contained in my State of Emergency
Proclamations dated April 21, 2021, May 10, 2021, July 8, 2021, and
October 19, 2021, and Executive Orders N-7-22 (March 28, 2022), N-3-
23 (February 13, 2023), and N-4-23 (March 10, 2023), remain in full force
and effect, except as modified by those Proclamations and Orders
and herein.

To the extent voluntary actions are not
sufficient, the Water Board, in coordination with the Department of Fish
and Wildlife, shall consider emergency regulations to establish
minimum instream flows to mitigate the effects of the drought
conditions. For purposes of state agencies carrying out or approving
any actions contemplated by this paragraph, Public Resources Code,
Division 13 (commencing with Section 21000) and regulations adopted
pursuant to that Division are suspended. Nothing in this Paragraph
affects or limits the validity of actions already taken in the Klamath and
Clear Lake watersheds or ongoing under Paragraph 6 of my State of
Emergency Proclamation dated May 10, 2021, or Paragraph 9 of my
State of Emergency Proclamation dated July 8, 2021.

ORACLE SOFTWARE MAINTENANCE AND SUPPORT RENEWAL AGREEMENT

SUMMARY:

The Oracle Software Maintenance and Support Renewal Agreement provides for upgrades,
security patches, bug fixes, and telephone/online assistance for IRWD’s existing Oracle software
products, including Customer Care and Billing (CC&B), eBusiness Suite (EBS), Business
Intelligence, databases, and other Oracle technologies. The proposed Agreement will ensure that
IRWD’s Oracle products continue to be reliable and secure to support the District’s core business
operations. Staff recommends that the Board authorize the General Manager to approve renewal
of the Oracle Software Maintenance and Support Renewal Agreement for a total not-to-exceed
amount of $2,090,000 for a term of two years: from June 1, 2023 through May 31, 2025.

BACKGROUND:

IRWD uses Oracle software to perform its core business functions, including Oracle EBS for
finance, purchasing, human resources, payroll, and projects; Oracle CC&B for customer service
and billing; Oracle Business Intelligence for data analytics; and Oracle databases for the Oracle
and Maximo enterprise applications. In addition, the Oracle software is integrated with other
IRWD systems, including the Paymentus customer payment portal, KPA Safety app, Everbridge
Mass Notification, Occupational Health Manager, Geographic Information System (GIS), Ring-
Clear for automated telephone messages, WaterSmart Portal for water use efficiency, Wells
Fargo, Bank of America, and others. In 2022, IRWD used its Oracle software to process
approximately 1.5 million bills, 60,000 customer inquiries, and $185 million in revenue.

The Board approved IRWD’s first software agreement with Oracle in 2010. As with other
software-based systems, Oracle requires annual maintenance and support renewals to continue to
use its software. Renewals cover all of IRWD’s Oracle software products and provide for
upgrades to new versions as they become available, security patches, bug fixes, and
telephone/online assistance.

The current maintenance and support agreement was approved by the Board in May 2021 for an
amount of $2,020,000 and a term of two years: from June 1, 2021 to May 31, 2023. The
proposed agreement is for a total not-to-exceed amount of $2,090,000 for a term of two years:
from June 1, 2023 to May 31, 2025. This amount represents an increase of 3.5% from the
previous agreement.

The proposed Oracle Maintenance and Support Renewal Agreement includes the Oracle services in
the following table. Service details are provided in Exhibit “A”.

NEWPORT BAY WATERSHED COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT

SUMMARY:

A new agreement has been prepared for consideration by the members of the Newport Bay
Watershed Executive Committee to implement and fund Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL)
programs and related activities in the Newport Bay Watershed. The new agreement will replace
an existing agreement that expires on June 30, 2023. Staff recommends that the Board authorize
the General Manager to execute the Cooperative Agreement to Fund Total Maximum Daily Load
Programs and Related Activities in the Newport Bay Watershed (No. MA-080-23010376).

BACKGROUND:

The Newport Bay Watershed Executive Committee was established in 1978 to fund sediment
dredging from Newport Bay. The Executive Committee was composed of the County of Orange
and cities in the Newport Bay watershed. With the establishment of TMDLs for Newport Bay
and its watershed, the Executive Committee expanded its responsibility to address TMDL
requirements. In 1999, IRWD joined the Executive Committee to fund ongoing nutrient, fecal
coliform and toxics monitoring studies through County Agreement D99-128. In 2012, the
agreement was replaced by County Agreement D11-066, which expired on June 30, 2018. This
was replaced by Agreement No. MA-080-18011416, which expires on June 30, 2023.

The parties to this most recent agreement have met over the past eight months to develop the
new Cooperative Agreement to Fund Total Maximum Daily Load Programs and Related
Activities in the Newport Bay Watershed (No. MA-080-23010376), which is provided as Exhibit
“A”. The agreement has remained substantively unchanged with the exception of a reduced cost
share for IRWD and the Irvine Company. Key terms that are included in this Cooperative
Agreement are as follows:

e A rrevised cost share allocation is incorporated into the Cooperative Agreement. It is
based on weighted net land area and population within the watershed. The Flood Control
District, IRWD and the Irvine Company are each assigned a fixed cost share. The fixed
cost shares for IRWD and the Irvine Company were reduced from 7.5 % to 5%;

e The Cooperative Agreement requires approval of the related work plan and budget by
enough of the parties that together represent 90% of the cost share and at least 12 of the
13 parties (when voting, the County of Orange and the County of Orange Flood Control
District constitute one party). The Cooperative Agreement will consider parties that have
not responded by July 15 of each year to have provided an affirmative response;

e The term of the Cooperative Agreement is five years. The agreement becomes effective
July 1, 2023, or as soon as the last party has executed the agreement, whichever is later.
Any party may terminate participation in the agreement in the coming fiscal year by
serving notice in the current fiscal year by March 1.

The new Cooperative Agreement, MA-080-23010376 and related work plan and budget, have
been circulated to 13 separate parties for approval. The Orange County Board of Supervisors is
scheduled to consider the agreement by the end of June 2023.

At the Board meeting, staff will use a PowerPoint presentation attached as Exhibit “B”. IRWD
legal counsel has reviewed the agreement and staff recommends approval.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

The budget for the FY 2023-24 Newport Bay watershed total maximum daily load program is
approximately $1.3 million. IRWD’s share under the new agreement has been reduced from
7.5% to 5% for FY 2023-24 and is estimated at $65,000 for the first fiscal year. Funding for the
watershed TMDL program is included in the proposed FY 2023-24 Operating Budget.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

This item is not a project as defined in the California Environmental Quality Act as authorized
under the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Chapter 3, Section 15378.

COMMITTEE STATUS:

This item was reviewed by the Water Resources Policy and Communications Meeting on April
6, 2023.

COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT TO FUND TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD PROGRAMS AND
RELATED ACTIVITIES IN THE NEWPORT BAY WATERSHED

THIS AGREEMENT, for purposes of identification numbered MA-080-23010376, referred to
hereinafter as “ Agreement”, is made and entered into this______ day of , 2023, by and between
the County of Orange (“County”), the Orange County Flood Control District, the City of Costa Mesa, the
City of Irvine, the City of Laguna Hills, the City of Laguna Woods, the City of Lake Forest, the City of
Newport Beach, the City of Orange, the City of Santa Ana, the City of Tustin, Irvine Ranch Water District,
and the Irvine Company. These entities are hereinafter sometimes jointly referred to as “Parties” and
individually as “Party.” City entities are hereinafter sometimes jointly referred to as “Cities.” The Cities,
County, and the Orange County Flood Control District are hereinafter sometimes jointly referred to as the
“Municipal Parties.”

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region (“Regional
Board”) adopted Resolution No. 98-9, as amended by Resolution No. 98-100, amending the Water Quality
Control Plan for the Santa Ana River Basin (“Basin Plan”) to incorporate a Nutrient Total Maximum
Daily Load (“TMDL”) for the Newport Bay/San Diego Creek Watershed on April 17, 1998, and
Resolution 99-10 amending the Basin Plan to incorporate a TMDL for Fecal Coliform in Newport Bay on
April 9, 1999, pursuant to the provisions of Section 303(d) of the Clean Water Act, and Resolution 2018-
0041 amending the Basin Plan to incorporate a TMDL for Selenium in freshwater in Newport Bay
Watershed on September 20, 2018; and,

WHEREAS, the United States Environmental Protection Agency established technical TMDLs for
toxic pollutants (“Toxics TMDLs”) for San Diego Creek and Newport Bay, California, on June 14, 2002,
and the Regional Board has been in the process of developing implementation plans or updating these
Toxics TMDLs through separate Basin Plan processes, and Basin Plan amendments for Diazinon and
Chlorpyrifos TMDLs, the Organochlorines TMDLs, and the Selenium TMDL have been adopted, and
Basin Plan amendments for metals are in development; and,
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Agreement No. MA-080-23010376

WHEREAS, the Newport Bay Nutrient, Fecal Coliform, and Toxics TMDLs (collectively referred
to as “Newport Bay TMDLs”) contain requirements for studies, monitoring, and the development of
programs to attain TMDL targets over a multi-year period; and,

WHEREAS, the Newport Bay TMDLs are included in the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Municipal Stormwater Permit (“NPDES Permit”), Order No. R8-2009-0030, issued to
the Municipal Parties by the Regional Board, which encourages a cooperative watershed program
approach, and, as of the end of 2022, NPDES Permit, Order No. R8-2022-0008 is in development; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into Agreement No. D99-128 on September 18, 2003 and
subsequent amendments on July 5, 2006, March 29, 2008, and July 8, 2010, to provide funding for the
studies and implementation activities related to the Newport Bay TMDLs; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties subsequently entered into Agreement No. D11-066 on June 26, 2012 as a

successor to Agreement No. D99-128, with a further amendment on October 20, 2015; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties subsequently entered into Agreement No. MA-080-18011416 on August

14, 2018 as a successor to Agreement No. D11-066; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties intend this Agreement as a successor to Agreement MA-080-18011416, to
provide for the performance of: additional studies, research, monitoring, reporting, development and/or
revision of programs related to the Newport Bay TMDLs; assessment and development of programs
related to current and future Clean Water Act §303(d) listings and/or NPDES Permit requirements for
watershed management plans; actions in response to threats of administrative enforcement and citizen

suits; and planning, permitting, design, construction, and maintenance of TMDL pilot projects; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties have reached agreement on funding shares which are shown in Exhibit A;

and,

WHEREAS, the Parties share a common interest in the regulatory compliance gained through the
activities to be funded and performed pursuant to this Agreement, and the Parties further acknowledge
that: each Party is entering into this Agreement for such purpose; there are common issues/questions of
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law and fact among the Parties; it is the understanding of each Party that, in the performance of this
Agreement, as with preceding agreements to which this Agreement is successor, confidential
communications protected by the attorney-client privilege and attorney work product doctrine may be
disclosed among the Parties through their counsel. Based on the foregoing, the Parties now wish to enter
into a common interest agreement to memorialize their mutual understanding that confidential
communications are to be kept confidential and protected from disclosure to the fullest extent allowed by
law; and

WHEREAS, it is recognized that additional compliance efforts may be necessary and the Parties

may choose to fund projects under separate agreements.

AGREEMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Parties agree as follows:

Section 1. PURPOSE. This Agreement is entered into for the purpose of funding and performing
program activities related to the Newport Bay TMDLs, NPDES Permit requirements specific to the
Newport Bay watershed, current and future Clean Water Act §303(d) listings in the Newport Bay
watershed, and other related matters which may affect NPDES Permit compliance and/or enforcement
within the Newport Bay watershed.

Section 2. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall commence upon approval and execution of
this Agreement by all Parties, or on July 1, 2023, whichever is later, and shall continue until June 30, 2028.

Section 3. PROGRAM WORK PLAN. The County shall work in concert with all Parties to
develop a work plan for the following fiscal year and will provide longer term financial forecasts. The
work plan for the upcoming fiscal years shall be submitted to each of the Parties by February 15 of each
year. The work plan may designate a Party as a lead other than the County for a work plan task(s),
provided that the County obtains the prior written consent of such other Party.

Section 4. BUDGET AND COSTS. The budget for the 2023-24 fiscal year, subject to
appropriations, is $1,308,854 and is shown in Exhibit A. The County shall work in concert with all the

Parties to develop a budget for the following fiscal years. Budgeted amounts for pilot project(s) shall not
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exceed $200,000 for all pilot projects in any one fiscal year. For the following fiscal year and thereafter, a
budget shall be submitted to each of the Parties by February 15 of each year. The budget shall contain an
explanation of any recommended program changes, an estimate of all planned expenditures and an
estimate of the payment required from each Party for the following fiscal year.

The County shall be entitled to charge to the program all costs for direct labor, materials,
equipment, and outside contract services for costs associated with carrying out the approved scope of
work. Recoverable costs will also include an overhead charge.

Section 5. WORK PLAN TASK LEAD REIMBURSEMENT. With a Party’s prior written consent,
the County may designate a Party as a task lead with respect to specific tasks on the operative work plan.
If a Party is designated as a task lead, upon prior written authorization from County, the Party shall
invoice the County for authorized expenses up to the approved budget amount for the work plan task.

Section 6. APPROVALS AND ADJUSTMENTS. The Parties shall be permitted to review and
approve the budget and program work plan for the forthcoming year, review work products, and
provide direction for performance of the work plan. The Parties shall be notified of the intent to issue
contracts to perform the program work plan, shall be permitted to participate in the preparation and
review of the scope of work for such contracts, and to serve on the committee evaluating consultant
qualifications/proposals subject to the requirements of the County of Orange Contract Policy Manual.
Criteria for approval of the work plan and budget shall be affirmative responses from Parties
representing ninety percent (90%) of the funding shares in Exhibit A and 12 of the 13 Parties. The County
and Orange County Flood Control District will constitute one approving Party. Any Party not providing
a response by July 15 of each year shall be considered as rendering an affirmative response.

Criteria for approval of adjustments to scopes of work shall be the same as for the approval of the
work plan and budget.

Section 7. FUNDING SHARE PERCENTAGES. Exhibit A, which is attached to this Agreement
and by this reference is made a part hereof, presents the funding share percentages for the Parties for the
term of the Agreement and the costs for the Parties for fiscal year 2023-24.
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Section 8. PAYMENTS. For the initial year of the Agreement, the County shall invoice each Party
for its deposit either at the beginning of the fiscal year or thirty (30) days after approval of the Agreement,
whichever is later. In following years, the County shall invoice each Party for its annual deposit at the
beginning of each fiscal year. Each Party shall pay the deposit within 45 calendar days of the date of the
invoice. Each Party’s deposit shall be based on its prorated share of the approved annual budget,
reduced by the sum of (a) its prorated share of any surplus identified in the prior fiscal year end
accounting, and (b) its prorated share of any funding provided for programs in the approved budget
from entities not party to this Agreement.

Interest earned on the Parties” deposits will not be paid to the Parties, but will be credited against
the Parties” share of the program costs.

The County shall notify each of the Parties if it appears that costs may exceed the budget
approved by the Parties in any fiscal year. The County shall prepare a fiscal year end accounting within
60 calendar days of the end of the fiscal year. If the fiscal year end accounting results in costs (net of
interest earnings) exceeding the sum of the deposits, and the County has notified and obtained approval
from the Parties of potential cost overruns, the County shall seek approval of the excess cost from the
Parties in the form of a revised budget and, upon approval, shall invoice each Party for its prorated share
of the excess cost up to the amount of the revised approved budget. Each Party shall pay the billing
within 45 calendar days of the date of the invoice. If the fiscal year end accounting results in the sum of
the deposits exceeding costs (net of interest earnings), the excess deposits will carry forward to reduce the
billings for the following year. The fiscal year end accounting results and associated invoices for each
Party will take into consideration any outside funding provided for programs in the approved budget
from entities not party to this Agreement.

Upon termination of the program, a final accounting shall be performed by the County. If costs
from approved budgets remaining after the deduction of interest costs exceed the sum of the deposits, the
County shall invoice each Party for its prorated share of the deficit. Each Party shall pay the invoice
within 45 calendar days of the date of the invoice. If the sum of the deposits, including interest, exceeds

the costs from approved budgets, the County shall reimburse to each Party its prorated share of the
excess, within 45 calendar days of the final accounting.

Section 9: CONFIDENTIAL COMMUNICATIONS
a. The term "Confidential Communications" shall mean all communications, regardless of form,
including documents and oral or written communications, whether prepared by the Parties or by
consultants or experts retained by any Party, exchanged by or among the Parties, their non-employee
consultants or experts, and/or their counsel, that are: (i) related to the purpose and/or performance of
this Agreement; and (ii) privileged or protected from disclosure to adverse or other persons by reason of
the attorney-client privilege, the attorney work product doctrine, or the common interest and/or joint
defense privilege. The term Confidential Communications does not include any publicly available
information.
b. The Parties agree that the disclosure of Confidential Communications between or among the
Parties or their counsel will not diminish the confidentiality of such materials or constitute waiver of any
applicable privilege or protection from disclosure. The Parties intend that all Confidential
Communications shall be protected from disclosure and discovery, to the fullest extent allowed by law,
including under the common interest and/or joint defense privileges. Inadvertent disclosure of
Confidential Communications to third parties shall not constitute waiver of any applicable privilege, and
shall be entitled to the fullest protection under the law, including the triggering of ethical obligations for
the recipient(s) to return such inadvertently disclosed Confidential Communications.
C. The Party providing or disclosing any Confidential Communications to another party to this
Agreement, pursuant to this Agreement, shall mark it as: “PRIVILEGED AND CONFIDENTIAL
PURSUANT TO AGREEMENT NO. MA-080-23010376.” Confidential Communications must be
exchanged between the Parties' counsel, although non-attorney staff may be copied on the transmittal.
Communications marked in this or substantially similar manner and transmitted in this manner shall be

Confidential Communications. The failure to so mark such communications, however, will not diminish
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the confidentiality of such communications or constitute waiver of any applicable privilege or protection
from disclosure.

d. Confidential Communications shall be held in confidence by the Parties, unless disclosure is
required by law or court order. Each Party shall take reasonable and appropriate measures to prevent
inadvertent disclosures of Confidential Communications to third parties. In the event any Party receives
a third-party request or demand for Confidential Communications marked “PRIVILEGED AND
CONFIDENTIAL PURSUANT TO AGREEMENT NO. MA-080-23010376,” per section 9.c., or bearing the
name of one or more attorneys for any Party, prior to the release of any such Confidential
Communications, the receiving Party shall notify all other Parties that such a request or demand has been
received, so that the other Parties have the opportunity to seek a protective order or other relief. In the
event any Party receives a third-party request or demand for Confidential Communications that are not
marked per section 9.c. and do not bear the name of any attorney for any Party, prior to the release of
such Confidential Communications, the receiving Party shall endeavor to notify all other Parties, so that
the other Parties have the opportunity to seek a protective order or other relief.

e. To the extent allowed by law, the obligations of the Parties under this Section 9 shall survive the
termination of this Agreement and shall remain in full force and effect.

f. Neither this Agreement nor the actions of any Party or counsel to a Party shall create any
attorney-client relationship between any counsel and any Party that have not otherwise entered into an
attorney-client relationship.

Section 10. ADDITIONAL PARTIES. It is recognized that there may be other parties who wish
to participate in and provide funding for the activities described in this Agreement. Nothing in this
Agreement is intended to preclude additional participants being added by written amendment as parties
to this Agreement pursuant to Section 11. Exhibit A will be revised to add funding share percentage(s) for
the additional party(ies) and proportionately reduced percentage shares for the Parties.

Section 11. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended in writing only with the
unanimous written approval of the Parties.
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Section 12. LIABILITY. It is mutually understood and agreed that, merely by the virtue of
entering into this Agreement, each Party neither relinquishes any rights nor assumes any liabilities for its
own actions or the actions of other Parties. It is the intent of the Parties that the rights and liabilities of
each Party shall remain the same, while this Agreement is in force, as it was before this Agreement was
made, except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement.

Section 13. TERMINATION. Any Party wishing to terminate its participation in this Agreement
shall so notify all other Parties in writing by March 1 of any year. Such termination shall be effective the
following June 30. The terminating Party shall be responsible for financial obligations hereunder to the
extent incurred in accordance with this Agreement by the Party prior to the effective date of termination.
The balance of the Parties may continue in the performance of the terms and conditions of this
Agreement with a proportionate reallocation of the terminating Party’s cost share in Exhibit A among the
remaining Parties.

Section 14. AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS. The obligation of each Party is subject to the availability
of funds appropriated for this purpose, and nothing herein shall be construed as obligating the Parties to
expend or as involving the Parties in any contract or other obligation for the future payment of money in
excess of appropriations authorized by law.

Section 15. NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARIES. Nothing expressed or mentioned in this
Agreement is intended or shall be construed to give any person (except the Parties hereto and any entity
in which a Party has a legal interest (such as, but not limited to, a limited liability membership interest or
a partnership interest), and any permitted successors or assigns of a Party) any legal or equitable right,
remedy or claim under or in respect of this Agreement or any provisions herein contained. This
Agreement and any conditions and provisions hereof is intended to be and is for the sole and exclusive
benefit of the Parties and the entities in which they have a legal interest and their successors or assigns
and for the benefit of no other person, agency or entity.

Section 16. REFERENCE TO CALENDAR DAYS. Any reference to the word “day” or “days”
herein shall mean calendar day or calendar days, respectively, unless otherwise expressly provided.
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Section 17. ATTORNEY’S FEES. In any action or proceeding brought to enforce or interpret any
provision of this Agreement, or where any provision hereof is asserted as a defense, each Party shall bear
its own attorney’s fees and costs.

Section 18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement is intended by the Parties as a final
expression of their agreement and intended to be a complete and exclusive statement of the agreement
and understanding of the Parties in respect of the subject matter contained herein. There are no
restrictions, promises, warranties or undertakings, other than those set forth or referred to herein. This
Agreement supersedes all prior agreements and understandings between the Parties with respect to such
matter.

Section 19. SEVERABILITY. If any part of this Agreement is held, determined or adjudicated to
be illegal, void, or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement
shall be given effect to the fullest extent reasonably possible.

Section 20. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS. The terms and provisions of this Agreement shall be
binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Parties hereto and their successors and assigns.

Section 21. NOTICES. All notices required or desired to be given under this Agreement shall be
in writing and (a) delivered personally, or (b) sent by certified mail, return receipt requested or (c) sent by
electronic mail followed by a mailed copy as required, to the addresses specified below, provided each
Party may change the address for notices by giving the other Parties at least ten (10) days written notice
of the new address. Notices shall be deemed received when actually received in the office of the
addressee or when delivery is refused, as shown on the receipt of the U.S. Postal service, or other person
making the delivery, except that notices sent by electronic mail shall be deemed received on the first

business day following transmission.
