April is Earthquake Preparedness Month
in California. Devastating earthquakes
in Haiti and Chile serve as reminders to
Southern California residents that we,
too, live in “earthquake country” and
should always be prepared.

The first 72 hours following an earth-
quake are critical, so you should be
prepared to be self-sufficient for at least

that long. A supply of stored water may be your most important survival item. Several gallons

of stored water per person can last two weeks.

Water should be stored in carefully cleaned, non-corrosive, tightly covered containers.
Commercially bottled water is one option. Containers of heavy, opaque plastic with screw-on
caps are best if you bottle your own water. All stored water should be clearly labeled and the water

replenished every six months.

After a quake, tap water could be polluted. Water that is boiled for five minutes will usually be
safe from contamination. If boiling is not an option, treat the water with household liquid
chlorine bleach. Add eight drops of bleach per one gallon of clear water or 16 drops if the water

is cloudy. Be sure to include an eye dropper in
your emergency kit. Do not use granular forms
of household bleach; they are poisonous. For
additional water emergency information
visit www.irwd.com and click on “Customer
Service” and “Emergency Preparedness.”

Preparedness and Safety Checklist:
Before and During an Earthquake

v/ Become aware of fire evacuation
and earthquake plans for all of the
buildings you occupy regularly.

v Bolt and brace water heaters,
appliances and bookshelves and other
tall furniture to wall studs.

v Learn how to shut off gas valves
and water meters in your home.

v Keep and maintain an emergency
supply kit in an easy-to-access location.

/ If outside, find a clear spot and drop
to the ground. Stay away from trees,
buildings, power lines and streetlights.

v Ifin a vehicle, pull over to a clear
location and stop away from power
lines, bridges and ramps.

v If away from home, return only when
authorities say it is safe to do so.

Optimizing the Plant Groupings in your Garden

Horticulturists and landscape architects agree: visualizing landscapes as a whole rather than a collection of
individual plants is the surest way to create beauty and sustainability in your outdoor spaces. When selecting
trees, shrubs, ground covers, perennials and annuals for your garden, look for those that naturally grow together
and are well-suited to our semi-arid regional and local conditions.

For example, if the centerpiece of your front yard is a majestic coast live oak, you should look for shrubs that can
tolerate a mixture of sun and shade and survive without frequent watering. At the same time, you will want to
complement the tree’s rounded, evergreen look by finding low-water-use plants similarly shaped and colored, such

as ceanothus, Douglas iris and flannelbush. (Excerpted from “A Year in the Southern California Heritage Garden,”
courtesy of the Family of Southern California Water Agencies.

The above chart suggests a weekly schedule for spray-head irrigation, assuming heavy clay soils common to most local coastal and foothill areas. Generally,
these are the MAXIMUM times you will need for full sun areas. Your landscape’s particular watering times may vary. Start with this schedule and increase the
times only if your plants show signs of stress. If stress occurs only in isolated areas, check your irrigation system before increasing the watering time.

Don’t forget to turn off your sprinklers when it rains. For convenience, consider installing an automatic rain shut-off device on your irrigation system.

*March/April is the most active growth period for turfgrass and other plants. If rain becomes infrequent, be sure to water adequately.
**By “cycling” the irrigation controller to turn on for the recommended number of minutes an hour apart, deeper watering and healthier root growth are gained,

***The % option, either a button or a dial, permits the watering run times for all electric valves managed by a controller to be increased or decreased with just one
